Does anyone have questions about what to do?
When I say your name, please tell me which Center you would 
like to go to and what you‘re going to do there.

If there are two teachers in the classroom, one teacher should be in the 
Centers talking to the children, encouraging their exploration and helping 
them expand their imaginative play.

For example, one might say in Housekeeping,

Tell me about your cooking. How do you make that?

or in the Block Center,

Tell me about your building.

Color Search

Allow each child time to choose several items and describe them to the 
group. 

It’s time to clean up. Please place the objects back into the 
bag/box. 

Continue this activity with two to three children until all the children have 
had an opportunity to participate.

(Everyone clap for the child whose name begins with the letter “B.”)

Allow children time for exploration. Encourage them to place caps on 
bottles and screw closed. 

As they are working, you might say,

Tell me about       .
It’s time to clean up. Please put rice containers in the middle of 
the table and you may go to Centers. 

Continue this activity with two to three children until all the children have 
had an opportunity to participate.

These are great ideas! Shall we read a story, too? Today we are 
also going to say a rhyme, visit Centers, look for the kittens’ 
mittens and make “black” shaving cream.

TRANSITION from Circle Time to Centers

Now it’s time to go to Centers. We have four Centers in our 
room... Housekeeping, Blocks, Art and Reading. What are things 
you would like to do in the Housekeeping Center today? What 
about the Block Center, what are things you would like to do 
there? And Art, what are you going to do in the Art Center? 
You may move from one Center to another during Center Time. 
When you hear music begin to play, it’s time to start cleaning the 
Center you are in... putting away the toys, placing blocks and 
books back on the shelves and all art supplies back in their 
proper places, too. When the music stops, everyone should be 
finished with the cleaning and sitting at the tables. 
Does anyone have questions about what to do?
When I say your name, please tell me which Center you would 
like to go to and what you‘re going to do there.

If there are two teachers in the classroom, one teacher should be in the 
Centers talking to the children, encouraging their exploration and helping 
them expand their imaginative play.

For example, one might say in Housekeeping,

Tell me about your cooking. How do you make that?

or in the Block Center,

Tell me about your building.

ASK QUESTIONS THAT REQUIRE MORE THAN ONE WORD ANSWERS.

CENTER TIME should last at least 30 minutes

MATH/SCIENCE
FOCUS

Bowling

Allow all children to be in centers at least 15 minutes. Then invite two to 
three children to join you in a small group activity. (This activity should be a 
maximum of 5 minutes.)

Collect (5) 2-liter bottles with caps and a 4-6 inch ball. Set the bottles and 
caps on the floor. Encourage children to place the caps on the bottles 
before beginning the game. Then place the bottles in a triangle shape on 
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Transportation

the floor with one bottle in the first row, two in the second and three in the 
third row.

Today we are going to bowl. Have you ever been bowling? 

Allow children time for discussion. Then encourage children to take turns 
rolling the ball to knock down the bottles. 

You might ask, 

How many bottles did you knock down? 
What would happen if you       ?
What would you need in order to       ?
It’s time to clean up. Please take the caps off the bottles and 
place them on the table. Then you may go to Centers.

Continue this activity with two to three children until all the children have 
had an opportunity to participate.

TRANSITION from Centers to a Large Group

Turn on the music and say,

It’s time to clean up. Remember when the music stops, everyone 
should be sitting at the tables.

Leave the music on for approximately 5 minutes.

ART
FOCUS

Finger Painting

Collect shaving cream, black food coloring and a closeable bag for each 
child.

Today we’re going to finger paint with shaving cream. 

Give each child a closeable plastic bag that contains shaving cream and 
several drops of black food coloring. Make sure the bags are securely 
closed.

Squeeze the bags to mix the shaving cream and black food 
coloring. 

Allow children time to work with the bags. Encourage them to draw on the 
sides of the bags. 

I like the way you       .
Can you make a circle? 
Tell me about that. What an interesting shape!  
What color is the shaving cream? 

Allow children time to work with the shaving cream then say, 

It’s time to clean up. Please place the bags in the middle of the 
tables. Then please have a seat on the carpet.
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Review Morning Activities

Let’s talk about what we did this morning.

Allow children time to discuss what they did this morning.

We need today’s Line Leader and Caboose. Line Leader, please 
stand tell child where you want him/her to be and Caboose, we 
need everyone standing in front of you. 
Everyone one who has a smiley face on your hand please line up.
If you have a name the drawing, please line up. 

Continue until everyone is in line, then lead the children where you want 
them to be. (outside, tables for lunch, etc.)
